SECTION 106 COMPLIANCE – ENERGY EFFICIENCY AND CONSERVATION BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM
On February 1, 2010, the California Energy Commission announced an update to the National Historic Preservation Act 
Section 106 compliance procedures for the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant Program.  

The Energy Commission will be responsible for reviewing projects and making a determination as to whether they are 
categorically excluded from SHPO review.  In order to make this determination, the applicant will be required to submit a 
“Consultation Package,” including several new forms with a checklist of required information and supporting documentation.  

For projects that are determined to be categorically excluded, the Energy Commission will issue a SHPO clearance letter to the 
applicant and no further consultation is necessary.  If it is determined that the project is not categorically excluded from SHPO 
review, the project information will be forwarded to SHPO from the Energy Commission with a request for expedited review.  

SHPO has designated the following types of projects as categorically excluded:
	 1)	 Undertakings for planning, training, and educational purposes;
	 2)	 Undertakings to replace equipment on existing building or structures that result in no building or structure 	
		  changes or ground disturbances; and
	 3)	 Undertakings on buildings or structures less than 45 years of age that will result in no ground disturbances.
